MIF Consultant Eligibility

The procurement of consulting services is limited to Consulting Firms and Individuals that are nationals of an eligible country of the MIF.
1. An Individual Consultant (this also applies to the key personnel of the Consulting Firm) is considered to be a national of an eligible country if he or she is either of the following:

a. A citizen of an eligible country

b. Has established domicile in an eligible country as a “bona fide” resident and is legally entitled to work there

2. A Consulting Firm is considered to have the nationality of an eligible country is it meets all of the following requirements:

a. Is legally constituted in an eligible country and operates in conformity with the provisions of the laws of that country

b. Has more than fifty percent of the firm’s capital owned by natural persons or firms from eligible countries

c. Has headquarters located within the territory of an eligible country

d. Constitutes an integral part of the economy in the eligible country where it is domiciled

e. Has no previous arrangement whereby any substantial part of the net profits or other tangible benefits of the firm will accrue or be paid to natural persons who do not meet the requirements above.
