Entry Guidelines

PUC Vision

The Public Utilities Commission will be a legitimate economic regulator that balances the interests of stakeholders through the implementation of a best practice approach to regulation.
PUC Mission

The purpose of the Public Utilities Commission is to regulate the electricity, water, and telecommunications sectors in Belize to efficiently provide the highest quality services at affordable rates, ensuring the viability and sustainability of each sector.
The Public Utilities Commission
The Public Utilities Commission was established in September 1999 with the enactment of the Public Utilities Commission Act, No. 29 of 1999.  A Board of seven Commissioners are appointed by the Governor General on the advice of the Prime Minister after consultation with the Leader of the Opposition.  The Commission’s Chairman, appointed from among the Commissioners by  the Minister responsible for Public Utilities, is in charge of  the day-to-day administration of the Commission. 

As regulator of the electricity, telecommunications and water and waste water utilities, the Commission works to balance the interests of the utility providers, consumers and the political directorate.  It has a general responsibility to promote competition in the sectors where feasible.  And where a monopoly environment persists it must regulate to ensure acceptable levels of service standards at affordable prices to consumers. The Commission also has a duty to protect consumers.

Rules

The main logo symbol for the PUC will be used on printed matter, on the PUC’s website, hardware equipment, screen, TV, video and banners, and textile.


1.   The Competition is open to all professional and non-professional graphic

                  artists in the country of Belize.


2.   An artist may submit multiple designs as different entries into the competition.


3.   Designs submitted should be the original work of the artist.  Only entries with

                  a declaration of authorship are to be accepted.


4.   The design shall not in any way infringe any third party’s right, including

                  copyright, logos, trademark, trade names or other proprietary rights.


5.   The winning entry becomes the property of the Public Utilities Commission

                  and with entry into the competition designers agree to relinquish all rights to

                  their designs in the event their design is chosen as the winner.


6.   The design must reflect the mission and work of the Public Utilities

                  Commission and must be identifiable directly to the PUC.


7.   Entries must look equally good in black and white or colour.  

9.   The name, address and telephone number of the designer should accompany

                  each entry into the competition.  


10. The 3 finalist designers are required to be at Expo 2006 on September 17,

                  2006 for the unveiling of the winning design.  The winner must agree to be
                  interviewed by the media and participate in the award ceremony to be held
                 during the fair.


11. Staff Members of the PUC and their immediate family members are not

                  allowed to take part in the competition.


12. The PUC reserves the right to reject all entries and not declare a winner
                  in the event that the submissions do not meet the standards set out in
                  these requirements.  


13. By participating in the competition, participants unreservedly accept these

                  rules. 
Work

a.  The design must include “Public Utilities Commission”.  The

     identity can be text-based, logo or any combination of these and other graphic

     formats.

b.  It must be easily recognizable and text should be easy to read.

c.  The design must be able to be printed in black and white as well as in full

     colour (if applicable).

d.  The design must be adjustable from very small to large.

Submission Format

a.   High resolution print-ready scalable format

b.  Design concept / description (narrative description of your logo design that details

     inspiration, choice of imagery and choice of colour) 
c.  If submitted in “hard copy” form, it should be on a material suitable for
     electronic scanning.
